JUVENILE COMPACT ADMINISTRATOR
JOB DUTIES

SCOPE
The Juvenile Compact Administrator is responsible for ensuring implementation
of statutory mandates for the Interstate Compact on Juveniles (ICJ). Additionally,

the

individual represents the state in the national Association of Juvenile

Compact Administrators (AJCA). While organizational structure varies and day-
to-day delegation may occur, duties which must be completed include:

Development of policies and procedures in compliance with statute.
Establishment of a liaison to other ICJ offices and all local supervising
jurisdictions.

Analysis of incoming and outgoing youth case material to ensure completion
and compliance with ICJ. Processing of completed referrals to receiving
states or local supervising authorities.

Authorization or rejection of cooperative supervision for parole or probation
supervision based on local recommendation and ICJ statute.

Ensure completion of travel permits authorizing temporary youth movement
between states.

Tracking and reviewing of progress reports and case closures to ensure youth
are supervised in compliance with the ICJ.

Compilation of required reports and statistics on youth served through the
ICJ.

Ensuring all runaways, absconders, escapees, or fugitives are returned in
accordance with the ICJ an/or local juvenile/adult procedures.

Other duties, although not statutorily mandated, constitute best practice and are

ndated in the AJCA Rules and Regulations:

Assist local juvenile probation and parole, court, law enforcement
departments or other agency staff, by providing information regarding ICJ.
Attend all required meetings and/or workshops provided by national AJCA.

Provide training to juvenile justice professionals in ICJ law, AJCA and state
standards.

SENDING COOPERATIVE SUPERVISION REQUESTS

1. When the juvenile worker determines that a probationer / parolee may require
cooperative supervision in another state, the juvenile workers forwards a referral to
the ICJ Office in the sending state.

2. The referral package is to include the following material: (Rule 4-102.2)
a. Cover letter
b. Form IV — Probation or Parole Investigation Report
c. Form IA&VI — Application for Compact Services/ Memorandum of Understanding
and Waiver
d. Social history
e. Court order(s) — (adjudication and disposition)
f.  Petition(s) or Complaint(s)
g. Rules of Probation/Parole
h. All case information that may be helpful to the other state (e.g. psychological
reports, school transcripts, medical information, court summaries, probation/
parole/institutional reports)
i. Information regarding restitution, if any, and instructions for payment
3. When a juvenile is under the jurisdiction of a court for a sex-related offense and an

ICJ referral is made, the sending state shall include a copy of the juvenile’s current
risk assessment and other pertinent information, if available. (Rule 5-103.1)

4, The worker forwards the documents described above to the sending state’s ICJ office
in three (3) collated sets for review by the Compact Administrator/ designee.

5. The Compact Administrator/designee will verify that all information is included and
that all forms are completed prior to forwarding the case to the receiving state. (Rule
4-102.2)

6. The Compact Administrator/designee maintains one complete set of the case and

forwards two complete sets to the appropriate receiving state.

7. The receiving state must accept a delinquent juvenile for supervision if the custodial
parent or legal guardian resides in that state. (Rule 5-101.4)

8. The sending state shall allow the receiving state the opportunity to make a home
investigation prior to placement of the juvenile. (Rule 4-102.4)

a. In probation cases, it is recognized that frequently there is not sufficient time to
conduct a home investigation prior to sending the youth; therefore, the referral
should be submitted as quickly as possible.

b. For juveniles who will be on parole/aftercare, the sending state shall make every
effort to allow the receiving state sufficient time to conduct a home investigation
prior to sending the juvenile.

9. The sending state is financially responsible for the treatment services required by the
sending state. The initial referral must clearly state who is responsible for purchasing
treatment services for the juvenile sex offender. (Rule 4-104.5)
